Communication and correspondence:

Bud moved to approve the consent calendar. Bryan seconded. Motion approved unanimously. 
Bryan inquired into the purpose of the 1670 account that the County maintains and how the balance originated. Stacey will place this item on the next agenda.
Operations Report:  
1. Stacey reviews two reports that are required by the State of California including the “Local Government Compensation Report” and the “Special Districts Financial Transaction Report”.  The report format and distribution requirements of each were explained. Both reports are due 90 days after the close of the fiscal year and are then FTP’d to the state’s intake server. A $1000-$5000 penalty can be assessed if the reports are delinquent.
Old and New Business:
1. PG&E’s Automated Demand Response (ADR) incentive – After review with Kirk, Steffi requested our current PG&E bill and suggested that the CSD fill out a PG&E Data Access Authorization form in order to see if we qualify for incentive funds to install a SCADA system on the main pumps. Stacey supplied the last PG&E bill to Kirk and Steffi as requested for inclusion in the application process.
2. Stacey sent the board members the QuickBooks url and logon information.
3. Stacey notified US Bank, which acts as the State of California administrator for our Wastewater system bond, via email to determine if there is a pre-payment penalty for early payoff of our bond obligation. US Bank will respond next week. If no prepayment penalty will be assessed Stacey will submit a payoff demand request to the bank. The board discussed the benefits of paying off the bond which included eliminating our $5-7K interest deficit essentially adding a $15k positive to our P&L annually. Upon payoff our US Bank relationship would be terminated but our Santa Clara County relationship would continue.
